The event is open to all full elected members of the organizing Club (membership £10.00) &
members of Northern Phoenix Trials Car Club and any contenders in the BTRDA and ASWMC
Sporting Trial Championships and all members of Clubs that are running rounds in the BTRDA

THE EVENT is a qualifying round of the 2025 Motor Sport UK ,2025 ASWMC Sporting Trial and
2025 BTRDA Sporting Trial Championships.

SCRUTINEERING will start at 9.15 am. First test will start at 10.30 am. Any Competitor not
signed on by 10.15 am may be excluded.

THE START will be at Trevilla Farm. Public roads will not be used to link sections and there will
be 8 sections - there will be 3 rounds (weather permitting). The entry will be split into groups
starting at different sections.

All vehicles must comply with Motor Sport UK Technical Regulations. All vehicles must have
efficient silencing. Any vehicle deemed too noisy by scrutineer will be excluded.

Class 6 vehicles can use any tyres previously
listed in the Motor Sport UK yearbooks including Toyo 330 to compete for class award only &
may not be included in overall classification. All cars in the post historic class can use tyres in
